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Trial Design: The study was a randomized, single-center trial of preoperative inspiratory muscle
training (IMT) (n = 140) or usual care (n = 139) in patients undergoing elective CABG. Primary
endpolint was incidence of postoperative pulmonary complications (PPCs) by hospital discharge.
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
