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Trial Design: BASKET LATE was a trial of late thrombotic events following clopidogrel
discontinuation among patients randomized to drug-eluting stents (n=499) vs bare metal
stents (n=244) undergoing PCI for coronary artery disease. Primary endpoint was cardiac
death or Ml at one year following clopidogrel discontinuation.

Conclusions

* Among patients with coronary artery disease
treated with PCI, use of drug-eluting stents was
associated with significantly higher rates of
cardiac death or Ml compared with bare metal
stents in the year following clopidogrel
discontinuation

* For every 100 patients treated with drug-eluting
stents, 3.3 cases of cardiac death or Ml are
induced for reduction of 5 cases of TLR
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
